[image: ]talk in ways that are easy to understand
make their talks useful for both:
[image: ]people with intellectual disabilities
people without intellectual disabilities.

The place we are having the conference is wheelchair accessible.

Some parts of the conference will be on the ground floor.

Some parts will be on level 1.


[image: ]You can get to level 1 by:
stairs
[image: ]a lift.




[image: ]If you need to find somewhere quiet:
the entrance area will be quiet when the talks are happening
the rooms the talks happen in will be quiet during the breaks
[image: ]you can go outside to the waterfront.


[image: ]There will be people from ASID who can support you to find:
a quiet space
the room for the next talk.

We hope you will tell us what we can do to make things more accessible.


How much does the conference cost?


[image: ]This is how much you need to pay to go to the conference:
1 hundred dollars if you are a member of ASID
1 hundred and 50 dollars if you are not a member of ASID

who have lived experience of disability
[image: ]are a family member of someone with lived experience of disability
[image: ] are at the conference to support a person with lived experience.
[image: ]Paying to go to the conference means you can:
go to any of the conference talks
[image: ]have morning / afternoon tea
have lunch
[image: ]get a printed programme
[image: ]get a name sticker to wear while you are at the conference.


You will need to pay for things that are not part of the conference like:

are vegetarian
need halal food.

If you will have a support person at the conference:
[image: ]you need to tell us when you sign up
your support person also needs to sign up.

How do I get to the conference?

There are different ways you can get to the conference.

is on the corner of Barnett Street and Cable Street

is about 4 minutes walk from the conference.

Te Papa carpark:
is at Te Papa museum
costs 40 dollars for the whole day
