Award Rules


There are rules for the awards. The rules talk about who can win an award.  

ASID will read and carefully think about all award applications. ASID will then decide who the winner of each award is. ASID do not have to give an award if they do not think any applicant should receive it.


To win an award:
[bookmark: _Hlk172712577]              The person must be paid to provide support people with intellectual disabilities. This means that: 
[bookmark: _Hlk173160727]•   The person must not be an unpaid carer or family member.
•   They must not work full time at a university as a researcher.
•   They must be currently allowed to work with people with intellectual disabilities.

•   The application must clearly show how the person used research to improve the lives of people with intellectual disabilities.
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The Award Form
The award form can be filled in by anyone. This person is called the nominator. The nominator could be:
•   a person with intellectual disability
•   a parent, family member or unpaid carer
•   an intellectual disability professional who is nominating themselves
•   an intellectual disability profession who is nominating another person

The nominator must answer two questions that says how the person used research to improve the lives of people with intellectual disabilities. These two questions are on the last two pages of this form.
